Reporting of Health Insurance Payments in ARIES

According to Health Resources and Services Administration’s Instructions for Completing the Ryan White CARE Act Data Report (CADR) 2005-2007 (ftp://ftp.hrsa.gov/hab/CADR_Instructions%20final.pdf ), ‘a Health Insurance Program (HIP) is a program of financial assistance for eligible individuals living with HIV to maintain a continuity of health insurance or to receive medical benefits under a health insurance program.  This includes premium payments, risk pools, co-payments, and deductibles.’ (HRSA, p.37)  To fulfill CADR reporting requirements, grantees and providers must provide detailed information about clients who accessed the HIP during the year as well as HIP expenditures.  In the past, the reporting of co-payments has required double entry into the URS in order to count the client service (e.g. Ambulatory Care, Oral Health Care) as well as the health insurance activity (e.g. premium payment or co-payment).  This double entry has been eliminated in ARIES.  
Below, we have outlined how the co-payments1, deductible and premium payments made to supplement a client’s health insurance should be reported in ARIES in order to report both the service and health insurance activity.  For the CADR, only payments made to the HIP with Ryan White funds can be reported (HRSA, p.29); therefore, there are two HIP Programs: ‘CARE/HIPP’ for Ryan White funds and ‘State Services-Insurance’ for State Services funds.

� Although the term ‘co-payment’ is often used to describe a number of different types of payments, for the purposes of ARIES and CADR reporting, only payments made to supplement a client’s health insurance should be reported as a co-payment under CARE/HIPP.


� A client must be enrolled in the CARE/HIPP program before information can be entered into the CARE/HIPP fields. 
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
